ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were : 1) to study the current state and
problems of educational management for early childhood in Local
Administration Organization, Udonthani Province, 2) to construct the model of
educational management for early childhood in Local Administration
Organization, Udonthani Province, 3) to evaluate model of educational
management for early childhood in Local Administration Organization,
Udonthani Province. The sample in this study were the personnel in Local
Administration Organization, Udonthani Province, consisted of 91
administrators and 109 directors of educational department, and 124
teachers who responsible for child care, and obtained using stratified
random sampling technique of sample size which computed from Krejcie
and Morgan technique. The instruments used for collecting data were; 1)
questionnaire for 40 item rating scales, 2) interviewing form, consisted of
the first subtitle used for interviewing child care teachers who are best
practice, and the second subtitle used for interviewing the experts who
were corporate in focus group activity, and 3) assessing form using rating
scale for assessing the appropriateness and congruence of each element for
educational management model. For analysis the data from interviewing
form, questionnaire and assessing form by using content analysis and
statistics analyzed for percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The results of the study were as follows

1. The current state of educational management for early childhood

in Local Administration Organization, Udonthani Province for as a whole was
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performed at average level whereas considered in each aspect found that

performing in academic and curriculum activiies was at the highest level

and for the least performing was promoting networks ©Of developing
childhood

2. The problem in knowledge management for providing learning
activities of schools in Local Administration Organization, Udonthani Province,
for as a whole was at a low level, and considered in each aspect found
that the problem of personnel aspect had a higher than the other one and
the problem of early childhood center management had the lower than
another.

3. The results of interviewing the administrators, directors of
educational department, and teachers in 2 centers for best practice of early
childhood centers, which consisted of Nhong Sumrong Municipality, Muang
District and Tambon Klang Yhai Municipality, Ban Pheu District, Udonthani
Province, for 6 personnel in these groups. And were analyzed information
to create the prototype of educational management for early childhood
centers in Local Administration Organization, Udonthani Province.

4. The results of interviewing 9 experts through focus group to
critique, proof a tentative model, and approve for this model, including
suggestions for revising, analyzing, and consulting with advisor to improve
that model of educational management for early childhood in Local
Administration Organization, Udonthani Province.

5. The model of educational management for early childhood in
Local Administration Organization, Udonthani Province, comprised of 6 core
components and 37 sub- components. Which those components were; 1)
The management for early childhood center aspect, composed of 6 sub-
components, 2) The personnel aspect, composed of 8 sub-components, 3)
The building, areas, environment and safety aspects, composed of 5 sub-
components, 4) The academic, and curriculum activities aspect for childhood
developing, composed of 6 sub-components, 5) The corporation and

supporting from communities aspect, composed of 6 sub-components, and 6)
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The promoting networks of developing childhood from all variety partnerships,

composed of 5 sub-components.

6. The result of assessing appropriateness and congruence of

management model, from 9 experts,

were found that the model had

appropriateness and congruence of each model component, including some

suggestions and opinions concerned with management model.
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
