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Abstract

This study attempted: 1) to improve students’ ability to effectively
write an inspirational story through the use of the Process Genre Approach
(PGA), and 2) to find out their satisfactions towards the Process Genre
Activities designed. The sample of the study were 24 third-year English
majors from the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Mahasarakham
University, enrolled in the course 0105305 Narrative and Descriptive
Composition during the first semester of the 2013 academic year. The
research tools comprised 1) five PGA learning plans, each of which lasted
for three hours which made 15 hours in total, 2) an inspirational story
writing rubric, and 3) a student's satisfaction form towards the process
genre activities. The statistics used included mean, percentage and standard
deviation. The study results revealed that the students’ writing achievements
surpassed the specified criteria. That is, their inspirational writing ability
could be calculated as 84.86%. Additionally, the students were highly
satisfied with the process genre activities.
