Absract

The purposes of this research were to find the efficiency of the
instructional plans of English Reading Comprehension by using Story Grammar
and using traditional teaching for Matthayomsuksa 4 students with a required
efficiency of 70/70; to examine the effectiveness indexes of English Reading
Comprehension by using Story Grammar and using traditional teaching for
Matthayomsuksa 4 students; to compare English Reading Comprehension between
the students who learned through Story Grammar and who learned through
traditional teaching; and to study students’ problems and barriers on English
Reading comprehension by using StoryGrammar. The samples for research were

70 Matthayomsuksa 4 students of Nongnakamwittayakom School under the
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Secondary Office of Khonkaen Educational Service Area Zone 25 in the
academic year 2014, obtained by using cluster random sampling They were
equally divided into two groups: story grammar, and traditional teaching. The
instruments used in this study were 8 instructional plans for English Reading
Comprehension by using Story Grammar and 8 instructional plans for English
Reading Comprehension by using traditional teaching, with the average quality of
4.67 to 5.00 and 4.33 to 5.00 (respectively), English reading comprehension test
and the discrimination powers of 0.21 to 1.00; the reliability of 0.97 and a set
of questionnaire problems and barriers on English Reading Comprehension by
using Story Grammar. The statistics used for data analyses were percentage,
means, standard deviation, and t-test (Independent Samples).

The results of this research are as follows:

1. The efficient standard criterion;

1.1 The efficiency of the instructional plans of English Reading
Comprehension by using Story Grammar of Matthayomsuksa 4 students are
68.08/66.27

1.2 The efficiency of the instructional plans of English Reading
Comprehension by traditional teaching of Matthayomsuksa 4 students are
63.09/60.15

2. The effectiveness indexes of English Reading Comprehension by
using Story Grammar of Matthayomsuksa 4 students is 0.4886 and the
effectiveness indexes of English Reading Comprehension by normal teaching of
Matthayomsuksa 4 students is 0.4126

3. The mean score of students who learned English Reading
Comprehension through Story Grammar mean score was significantly higher than
that of students who learned English Reading Comprehension by using traditional
teaching mean score at the .05 level.

4. The problems and barriers on English Reading Comprehension
by using Story Grammar of Matthayomsuksa 4 students at a great extent. In
addition, (1) Don’t know the meaning of the words at §= 463, SD = .487 (2)
Unfamiliar with the activities at i= 471, SD = 455 and (3) Anxiety and Stress
when they read at X = 451, SD = .503
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
