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Abstract

The purposes of this research are 1) to study the situation of student affairs
administration and sport development factor to support sports excellence characteristic of
sports school in Thailand, 2) to study relation between of the student affairs administration,
sport development factor and sports excellence characteristic, 3) to analyze the elements
of the student affairs administration, sport development factor and sports excellence
characteristic, and 4) to study factor that affect to sports excellence characteristic of sports
school in Thailand. The sample of Including administrator, teacher of 11 sports schools that
belong to the Institute of Physical Education total 257 people. This research is survey. The
statistics used in the analysis include percentage, mean, standard deviation (S.D.), Factor
Analysis and Multiple Regression Analysis The research found that, 1) 65.4% of personnel
graduated in bachelor degree, 47.0% are sports teacher, average age of all personnel is
34 years old, average working period is 8 years, average teaching experience is 8 years,
and average experience in student affairs is 5 years. 2) The student affairs administration,
sport development factor and sports excellence characteristic are related and in the same
direction as ( r =.809 - .876) at the level of statistical significance 0.01. The relative values
between student affairs administration and sports excellence characteristic most prediction at
(r = .876), the relative values between sport development factor and student affairs
administration subordinate prediction at (r = .844), and the relative values between
sport development factor and sports excellence characteristic is (r = .809) 3) The element
analysis results found that: student affairs administration, there are three old elements which
are service and student welfare, student activities, and domination and student discipline.
After analysis, there are two new elements and named it as learning administration,

and discipline and student reinforcement. Sport development factor, there is one old
element which is external factor. After analysis, there are two new elements and named it as
group of friends, and teacher and parents. Sports excellence characteristic, there are seven
old elements which are commitment, confidence, determination, positive image, self-control,
spiritual readiness, and constructive evaluation. After analysis, there are four new elements
and named it as follow-up and evaluation, behavior of athletes, personality development of
athletes, and the sports excellence characteristic of the sports school student. 4) The factor
that affect to sports excellence characteristic found that, The student affairs administration
that affect to sports excellence characteristic is the most prediction at (Beta = .707)
The sport development factor is the minimal prediction at (Beta = .204)
