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The Effect of Technology-Based Instruction Model on
Undergraduate Students’ English Communication Skills
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Abstract

The research aimed to study the effect of technology-based Instruction Model on
undergraduate students’ English communication skills. The samples were computer science
undergraduate students at faculty of Informatics, Mahasarakham University in English for
Specific Purpose Course during second semester of the year 2016. The instruments were
1) the technology based instructional model 2) the achievement test with 30 items 3) the
English communication skills test with 22 items 4) the satisfied questionnaire with 16 items.
The statistics were percentage, mean, standard deviation, dependent sample t-test.

The research found that 1) the achievement posttest score was higher than pretest
at significant level. 05. 2) the English communication skills posttest score was higher than
pretest at significant level. 05 3) the satisfaction of undergraduate students was at high level.
