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Abstract

The research aimed to 1) study the factors affecting the students’ dropout prevention
system, 2) study the current state and problems of the students’ dropout prevention
system, and 3) develop the students’ dropout prevention system for the educational institutions
under the Office of Secondary Education Service Area 26, using the principles of research
and development. The research was divided into 3 phases. Phase 1 was the study of the
factors affecting the students’ dropout prevention system. Phase 2 was the study of the
current state and problems of the students’ dropout prevention system for the educational
institutions under the Office of Secondary Education Service Area 26, and Phase 3
was the development of the students’ dropout prevention system for the educational
institutions under the Office of Secondary Education Service Area 26. The samples
comprised administrators and teachers who were in charge of the student assistance
system and worked in the schools under the Office of Secondary Education Service Area 26
in the academic year 2015. The instruments were of two types: 1) the author-constructed
questionnaire inquiring about the state and problems of the students’ dropout prevention
system, and 2) the statistics employed were the mean and standard deviation.

Mean while, the
problem sof the students’ dropout prevention system, on the whole, were in the moderate
level. When considered by a spect, every a spect wasin the moderate level.

3. The students’ dropout prevention system in the educational in stitutions under
the Office of Secondary Education Service Area 26, on the whole, had the suitability in the
highest level. When considered by item, everyitem was in the highest level. Andthepossibility
of the students’ dropout prevention system, on the whole, wasin the highest level. When
considered by item, every item had the possibility in the highest level also.
