Abstract

This article aims to study types and roles of teaching of informational folklore in
Fundamental Thai Language Course book Pha Sa Pha Thee Series for primary level 1 to
6, by adopting the concept of types of folklore and the roles of informational folklore from
Siraphon Na Thalang and William Bascom’s frameworks for analyzing.

It is found that there are 4 types of informational folklore in Fundamental Thai Language
Course book Pha Sa Pha Thee including: 1) verbal transmitted informational folklore such as
folk tales, folk songs, proverbs, riddles ; 2) recreational information, folk performance or folk
theater such as games, folk performance, folk theaters serve to provide amusement and as
a psychological escape from many repressions of an individual. It also serves the pedagogical
purpose for the society ; 3) traditional and behavioral information such as domestic objects,
basketry, textiles, folk medicine, and local food all serve the purpose of educating the verbal
tradition communities ; and 4) ancient customary tradition type of informational folklore as
patterns of behaviour of individual such as beliefs, traditions, rituals serve the purpose of
providing explanations for the origin and justify the performing of rituals.

The finding show that types of informational folklore appear in Fundamental Thai
Language Course book Pha Sa Pha Thee Series for primary level 1 to 6 serve the roles
of teaching as being expected by society. It is valuable and important resource. Therefore,
educational intuitions and family intuitions should include it in their teaching in order to meet
the social expectation and also for the national sustainable development.
