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Abstract

This study aimed to 1) examine the opinion about the educational television program
of the undergraduate students in Faculty of Informatics, Mahasarakham University ; 2) create
the participatory content creation-based educational television program on the Philosophy
of Sufficiency Economy for the undergraduate students ; 3) investigate the outcome after
trying the educational television program with the students. This research was based on
the research and development with 3 phases and the sample group of 441 participants
that were classified by each phase as follows: 1) 338 undergraduate students in Faculty of
Informatics, 2) 11 volunteer students to join the workshop ; and 3) an experimental group of
92 participants. The research tools and activities were: 1) the survey form on the student’s
preference on the type of the educational television program ; 2) the workshop ; 3) the media
quality evaluation form on the educational television program ; and 4) the educational
television program on the philosophy of Sufficiency Economy ; 5) Test ; and 6) the partici-
pant’s satisfaction evaluation form. The data was analyzed to define the percentage, mean
score, and standard deviation. The research outcome was found as follows.

1. In term of the student’s preference on the type of the educational television
program, the sample group needed a type of docudrama with both formal and local languages.

2. According to the educational television program development on the Philosophy
of Sufficiency Economy, it was found as follows.

2.1 There were 8 steps of the educational television program development including:
1) defining the problem issue, 2) analysing the target group’s characters, 3) need
assessment, 4) design, 5) creative, 6) production, 7) evaluation, and 8) distribution.
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2.2 After the workshop, it was found that the educational television program was

created as a 10 minute docudrama that educates the knowledge on the Philosophy of

Sufficiency Economy narrated with both formal and local languages.

2.3 Based on the specialist’s evaluation on the educational television program, the
content, presentation, and production design were ranked at a high level.

3. After the educational television program was tried with the sample group,

they significantly developed a better understanding toward the content and their overall

satisfaction was also high.
