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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to 1) study school administrators’ competencies
of schools under the secondary educational service area office 6, 2) study the efficiency of
Thai people 4.0 preparation of schools under the secondary educational service area office
6, 3) find the relationship between school administrators’ competencies and the efficiency
of Thai people 4.0 preparation of schools under the secondary educational service area
office 6 and 4) study school administrators’ competencies affecting the efficiency of Thai
people 4.0 of schools under the secondary educational service area office 6. The sample
consisted of 341 teachers by Krejcie’'s and Morgan’s table from the secondary schools
under the secondary educational service area office 6, were chosen randomly by random
sampling method. The instrument was a 5-point Likert scales questionnaire. Percentage,
mean, standard deviation, Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient and multiple
regression analysis.

The findings revealed that 1) overall school administrators’ competencies of schools
under the secondary educational service area office 6. Overall, it was at a high level. Sort
by average to lowest was self-development, followed by teamwork, achievement intention.
The least mean score was good service, 2) overall efficiency level on preparation of Thai
people 4.0 of schools under the secondary educational service area office 6. Overall, it was
at a high level. Sort by average to lowest:paradigm shift and Thai teachers’ skills, followed
by service system development for learning management, curriculum development and
instructional process, setting ecosystem for learning support, respectively, 3) the relationship
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between school administrator’s competencies affecting efficiency of Thai 4.0 preparation of
schools in secondary educational service area office 6. There are positive correlations at high
levels at the.01 level of significance. 4) the performance of school administrators affecting
the efficiency of Thai people’s 4.0 preparation in schools under the Office of the Secondary
Education Region 6. The power of prophecy, from the most to the least: teamwork,
achievement intention, self-development and good service. All four variables were
predicted to be 68.70%. And create the equation as follows:
