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Abstract

The purpose of the research were to: 1. study pre-service teachers’ social
responsibility promoted through a developed by Service Learning Instructional Model.
2. To compare pre-service teachers’ social responsibility pretest posttest by PCAR Model.
The sample were 85 pre-service teachers register subject Learning Resources and Local
Wisdom studies. The experiments were conducted by research tools which were the interview
and questionnaire. The mixed methodology included two major procedures; 1) using of
a developed service learning Instructional PCAR Model survey the social responsibility of
pre-service teachers’ after learning through the developed Service Leaming Instructional Model
and 2) compare mean between before and after using service learning Instructional PCAR
Model . Data were analyzed to find out the mean, standard deviation and t-test dependent.

The results of this research revealed that: 1. the social responsibility of pre-service
teacher after using service learning Instructional PCAR Model have mean 4.29 behavior of
pre-service teachers’ social responsibility at the highest level 2. the social responsibility of
pre-service teacher after using service learning Instructional PCAR Model were higher than
before using service learning Instructional PCAR Model at the statistical significance level of .05.
