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Abstract

The objectives of the research were; to study the present condition and desirable
condition of teacher’s competency on curriculum administration and learning management,
and to develop a program to enhance teacher’s competency on curriculum administration and
learning management for the schools under Kalasin Primary Educational Service Area Office.
2. The samples were 317 teachers in the school under Kalasin Primary Educational Service
Area Office 2. The sample was derived by stratified random sampling. The research tools
were an evaluative form to assess the elements and indicators of teacher’'s competency on
curriculum administration and learning management, a set of questionnaire to assess present
condition and desirable condition of teacher’s competency on curriculum administration and
learning management an interview form and an assessment form to evaluate a program to
enhance teacher's competency on curriculum administration and learning management
program. The statistics employed in this study were mean, standard deviation and
percentage.

The research found that:

1. The present condition and desirable condition of teacher's competency on
curriculum administration and learning management for schools under Kalasin Primary
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Educational Service Area Office 2 revealed that the present condition of all components
and each one was at the more level. And the desirable condition of all components were
at the most level.

2. A program to enhance teacher’'s competency on curriculum administration and
learning management for schools under Kalasin primary educational service area office 2
was showed that: The program consists of 9 parts; 1) background 2) objectives 3) models
of developing 4) methodologies 5) contents 6) structures 7) orientation activities
8) techniques and tools and 9) evaluation. With the scope of the program was classified to
5 sets. The first was curriculum creation and development, the second was learning design
management, the third was child-centered learning management, the fourth was application
and development of innovative media technology for learning management and the fifth was
measurement and evaluation of learning. The ways to do the activities were self-learning,
internet searching, group learning, brain storming and learning by doing. For techniques and
tools were program materials, work sheets, test and assessment forms. And the evaluation
was on self assessment before, middle and after the enhancement, activity performance,
care of and intention of self study, inquiry and opinion, training report and exchange learning
each other. The program assessed by 7 experts showed that it was suitable as a whole at
the most level and was possible as a whole at the most level.
