Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to promote cause and
effect English writing abilty based on Genre-based approach learning
activities 2) to compare students’ English writing ability with a prescribed
criterion of 70% passing score and 3) to study the satisfaction of students
with the Genre-based approach learning activities. The samples were
selected by Purposive Sampling of 5 Mattayomsuksa 5/1 students of
Mahasarakham University Demonstration School (Secondary Division) in the

second semester of 2013 academic year. The instruments used in this
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research were 1) Genre-based approach learning activities 2) English writing
test 3) English writing ability assessment form 4) teacher note 5) students’
diary 6) satisfaction questionnaires and 7) semi-structured interview. Data
was analyzed by mean, percentage, standard deviation, and t-test dependent
samples and compare the results with a prescribed criterion of 70% passing
score.

The findings of this research were as follows:

1) The students’ pretest and posttest English writing ability
scores were 59.95 and 85.40 respectively. The students’ English writing
ability was found significantly different at the 0.05 level.

2) The mean score of the posttest was 100 % of 70% passing
score.

3) The students were satisfied with the Genre based approach
learning activities in the highest level (7= 4.80).

It was concluded that the Genre-based approach learning activities
could promote Mattayomsuksa 5 students’ English writing ability and the
students were satisfied with the activities. Therefore, these activities should

be taught in class to improve students’ English writing ability.
